Students must be ready for class every day: books, notebooks, pens, pencils, planner.

There is homework almost every day (we are a 4-day school).

We are a reading school. Older grades read classical, world, and modern literature. AP classes
require daily extensive reading and writing.

Kindergarten classes have a snack schedule. Homeroom teachers provide parents with info.
Basketball and soccer season (grades 6-12) based on enrollment and interest.

Failure to stay current in tuition payments results in student withdrawal.

Students serve detention for violating school rules (detention may be scheduled before school,
after school, or during school).

All parents serve volunteer/service hours in the school. 30 per family, 40 if fin. aid is awarded,
15 if single parent household or part time k4 student.

Book Fee and Sports Fees are due upon registration.

Immunizations: copy during registration or sign waver by completing the tutorial on line.
Frequent communication with parents: Email and text messaging.

State testing - April. Students may not miss this week. See calendar.

Students participate in school competitions, academic and team building trips and retreats. All
students are expected to participate. You initial this requirement on the registration form.
Elementary grades fill up fast. Registration is at first come first serve basis. Waiting list available.
Parents are expected to find car-pooling options on their own. The school’s office will be happy
to help you with rides/car pool information. Let our office know your location (street, city) and
we will do our best to find you a family who would agree to car-pool. Majority of our parents
partner with each other.
